Role of the Regional Precision Manufacturing Technology Advisory Council 
1. Strengthen Industry-Education Partnerships- Develop collaborative strategies to increase industry involvement on the Machine Tool Technology Program Advisory Boards, and serve as a forum to facilitate dialogue and deliberation among industry members that will allow them to provide informed leadership to the Boards.
2. Enhance Program Content and Practice-Provide industry members with current and useful information on industry trends and needs, curriculum content, promising practices, and available resources to strengthen the Machine Tool Technology Program.
3. Develop Coordinated Advocacy Initiatives- Develop strategies to develop a coordinated and concerted plan to effectively advocate for continued legislative support and funding at the local, state and federal levels for the Machine Tool Technology Program.
4. Increase Student Enrollment and Graduation Rates-Develop collaborative strategies to generate interest in Machine Tool Technology among a wider range of students to increase student enrollment and graduation rates in the Machine Tool Technology Program.
5. Establish Benchmarking Process-Implement a process to define key performance metrics to be used in program evaluation and continuous improvement.

6. Develop Cost Saving Procurement Practices-Provide guidance on practical ways to reduce unit costs by consolidating and standardizing cutting tools to insure that all schools are using current tooling technology and best practices.
