The Vocational Technical Education Regulations 603 CMR 4.03 (4) requires that approved vocational technical education programs “be based on the applicable Vocational Technical Education Framework and the Massachusetts Curriculum Frameworks.” The particular Vocational Technical Education Framework for your program is Machine Tool Technology, and it is available at the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education’s website at http://www.doe.mass.edu/cte/frameworks/.

The Vocational Technical Education Regulations 603 CMR 4.04 (4) requires that substantial changes in approved programs be submitted to me in writing for review and approval prior to implementation. A substantial program of study (curricular change) in an approved program is when more than twenty-five percent of the total skills to be taught are modified. A substantial curricular change of more than fifty-percent of the skills in an approved program would require the program to be approved as a new program. A substantial change in the program that involves the other seven approval criteria must receive my approval prior to implementation.
